Preamble
WHEREAS, it becomes necessary issuing
clear law to correspond the overall
development growth, which ensures the
benefit and participation of the residential
society in the development, with the rapid
growth and organization of the urban
centers by consolidating a good governance
in the urban centers of the region;

WHEREAS, it becomes necessary to enact
detailed regulations to

the

implement the

provisions  of Urban  centers

Proclamation;

WHEREAS, it is a key issue to enter into
the implementation of the proclamation, the
preparation of the regulation of the city
administration required to implement the

proclamation of urban administration;

NOW, THEREFORE, in accordance with
Article 39(1) of Proclamation No. 199/2024
on the Establishment and Powers and
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Functions of Executive Bodies, the
Administration Council of the Central
Ethiopian Region State has issued this
Regulation.

CHAPTER ONE
GENERAL PROVISION

1. Short Title
This Regulation may be cited as “the
urban centers administration Regulation
No. 8/2024 of the Centeral Ethiopia
Regional State.”

2. Definition

In this Regulation, unless the context

otherwise requires:-

1) “Constitution” means the Centeral

Ethiopia Regional State
Constitution;

2) “Proclamation” means the urban

centers’ administration
Proclamation No0.12/2024;
3) “Region” means the Centeral

Ethiopia State Region;

4) “Bureau” means the urban
development and  construction
bureau;

5) “Urban  Center” means a

community residence area, having
two thousands and more residents,
over fifty per cent of the population
are engaged in the job fields other
than agriculture and granted with
legal accreditation for urbanization;

6) “Sub City”

organized

means a body

7) “Population Number” means
the entire number of residents in
the demarcated and accreditated
urban center;

“Category” means grading given to
urban centers based on cumulative
result obtained by urban centers
regarding to the prepared criterion
to measure the growth standard
they achieve in by political,
economic and social development

activity process.

“Council of the Urban Center”
means a body of the legislative
governmental organ established by
the public election in the area

demarcated as urban center.

10) “Ragiopolis city” means an urban

cenrer category given to  the

selected  large cities that is
developing with the surrounding
urban centers being development
center regarding to the
enhancement of urban  centers

development .

11) “Urban Center Administration”

means an urban center given power
and responsibility bylaw to direct
providing of organized political,
social

economical, and

development and service.
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12) “Regular Court” means the first
instant court or high court that
organized in the urban centers.

13) “Administrative Court of the
Urban Matters” means the
administrative court established in
the urban centers to overtake the
urban center issues.

14) “Municipal services” means urban
connected service provided in all
urban centers regarding to solving
social and economic problems and
satisfying the need of the urban

centers resident society.

15) Organization of urban center
executive bodies means that the
executive bodies that are organized
under mayor and appointed by
appointment or competition.

16) Urban cluster means a group of
institutions  that have similar
working characteristics as an urban
executive body.

17) Urban cluster coordinator means
the one who organizes and
coordinates the institutions included
in the cluster.

18) “Mayor” means the chief executive
of urban center that to be elected by
the urban center council and
principally directs and supervises
the urban  center  political,

economical and social matters as

well as good governance and the
urban center service activities.

19) “Committee of the Mayor” means
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the council of the urban center

administration.

20) “Manager’’> means a leader that to
be assigned to direct the urban

center municipality services.

21) “Legal

accreditation of the

personality” means an
institution
given to residence area of the
society organized as urban by this
Proclamation.

22) “Kebele of the Urban Center”
means a lower administration level
in the urban center.

23)“Zone”

organization created to grow all

means a public

rounded public participation in the

urban centers based on this

Proclamation.

24) “Locality” means an organization
of the public participation
organized below the sub region of
the urban center kebele to promote
the public development
participation in the urban centers.

25) “Station” means a  public
organization organized below a
locality to entertain and promote
the public development
participation.

26) “Council of the Public Analyst”

means a council of residents
established from organization of
public development participation in
the urban center, sub region, and
locality.

27) “Executive Committee” means a

committee established by
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voluntarily delegated member from
the council of public analysts to
perform daily activity in sub

regions of the urban center.

28) “Rural Service Center” means an
area of the urban touch, which
accelerate urban rural relationship
being market center by providing a
various services to the area
unbounded to urban center and
found under rural kebeles of the
region.

29) “Boundary of the Urban Center
Administration” means an area
enclosed under urban center
administration and demarcated by
the organ having power.

30) “Boundary of the Urban Center
Plan” means a boundary of the
urban center land usage, bounded
by a map for a limited plan year
based on the urban center plan.

31) “Social Court” means a judiciary
body established in kebele and zone
of the urban center as may be
necessary.

32) “Person” means a natural person or

a juridical body.

Level of the Urban Centers

Administration

1) Ragiopolis city shall have the

structure of urban center
administration, sub-city, kebele,
zonal, locality, station, and public

developmental participation.

2) Urban centers from category one up

to category three shall have the
structure of urban center
administration, urban center’s
kebele, zonal, locality, station, and

public developmental participation.

3) Urban centers of category four and

five shall have the structure of urban
center’s kebele, locality, station, and

public developmental participation.

4) Urban centers from regiopolis to

category three shall be organized by

urban center administration.

5) Urban centers of category four and

category five shall be organized by

municipal service office.

6) Urban centers of the same category

shall have consistent structure and

manpower organization.

. Transformation of the Urban

Centers Category

Urban centers may be transformed from

one category to the next higher
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category, where they abide by the
criteria the bureau carries out in
accordance with Article 6 and 7 of this
Regulation.

10. Acquiring Accreditation and

Establishment as Urban Center
Accreditation for urban center may be

implemented by initiation of the bureau
or by community request.
for

1) Accreditation Granted

Urbanization by the Bureau

a) Accreditation for urban shall be
possible to urban related rural
service center, where basic

criteria are met according to the

study conducted by the bureau.

b) Subject to the paragraph (a) of
Sub Article 1 of this Article, the
recommendation letter shall be
delivered by relevant body as the
request is submitted by woreda or
especial woreda urban
development and housing office
in which the rural service center
that the bureau selects to acquire
accreditation for urbanization.
2) Accriditation for Urbanization By
Public Request

accreditation for urbanization
and to be administered as
urban.

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be less than 200,000;

c) More than 50% of the resident
who are engaged outside
agriculture fields of jobs;

d) Which has

submitted basic plan with

prepared and

study  documents/  socio-
economic study/;
e) Which has

infrastructures and  social

deferent

Services;

f) Its appropriateness for the
expansion of urbanization;

g) The

signature from % of the rural

h) Document of minutes with
coordinate points in which the
boundary of the rural service
center restricted shall be

accessible.

13. Boundary Demarcation

Boundaries of urban centers shall be
demarcated in accordance with mutual

consensus of the following organs.

b) Monitors the effecting of
infrastructure development in
accordance with the plan;

c) Creates the structure that
enables active participation
of the residents in their
environoment  and the
development of the country
in general, and build
necessary awerness;

d) d) Monitors the condition to
which the projects sketched
and implemented to furnish
the preparation of plan, the
implementation of plan,
building infrastracture and
other services to speed up the
development of service

centers;
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16. Renaming the Urban Center
Renaming the urban center shall be
possible when the consensus of the
residents of the urban center approved
by the council of the urban center and
recognized by the administration body
to which the urban center accountable
or excutive council.

Therefore;
1) An urban center may be renamed

with the public interst of the

residents and other influential
resons;
a) Renaming should be

aquired by consensus of
the urban center council or
the pertinent

administration’s council;

b) After renaming request is
concluded by Court, it
should be proclaimed in
Maekelawi Negarit Gazeta;

c) The new name given to the

should be

registered by subnitting to

urban center

the urban development and

housing bureau.

17. Revoking Legal Personality

1) Any urban center may be revoked
from legal personality when the

following are completed,
a) When ensured it is unfit to
complete the criteria specified
under Article 5 of this

Regulation;
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b) When submitted with the urban

center’s audit outcome

attachment;

c) When the document specifies
the rights and duties held by the

urban center in its category;

d) Except the cause of the
implementation problem;
e) The bureau shall provide

decision when proposition is

presented to revoke legal

personality;

2) Notwithstanding with the provision
under Sub Article 1 of this Article,
when the urban center fails to meet
the criteria enable it to continue
with legal personality is because of
the implementation problem; it is
caused to be inspected under

especial supervision of the bureau

for one fiscal year;

3) The rightes and duties of the
urban center whose the legal
personality is revoked shall pass
to woreda or especial woreda
administration in wich the urban
center exist.

4) The legal section announcement
shold be publicized when the
legal personality of the urban

center is revoked.

CAPTER THREE

ELECTION OF THE URBAN CENTER
COUNCIL MEMBERS
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18. Voting of the Urban Center

Council Members

1) Though voting the members of the
urban center council is conducted in
the interval of five years, the voting

shall  be
